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Freshman-to-Sophomore retention remains strong, with the entering Fall 2007 cohort retention 
rate at 81.8%. This is based on the number of first-time, full-time students who entered in Fall 
2007 and were still enrolled the following fall semester. 
 
 
 

The Fall 2004 first-time, full-time cohort had a four-year graduation rate of 66.2%.  
The Fall 2002 first-time, full-time cohort had a six-year graduation rate of 72.1%.
