General Seating Information
Performing Arts Center doors will open at 
9:30a.m. Families and guests are urged to arrive 
in time to be seated by 10:45 a.m. The 
procession will begin promptly at 11 a.m. 
Ushers will be available to assist with seating.

Please refrain from bringing unnecessary items 
(large packages, backpacks, etc.) to the 
ceremony. Safety precautions may necessitate 
the random search of suspicious items. There will 
be a designated area to store strollers during the 
ceremony. Please see an usher for directions. 
For the safety of our graduates, access to the 
stage will be restricted during the conferral of 
degrees.

The Grad Team will be the official 
photographer for Winter 2025 Commencement 
ceremony at Saint Vincent College. This 
photographer is the only person with clear 
access to the stage. Each graduate will be 
photographed individually prior to the 
ceremony during the lineup at the gym. 
Additionally, a photo will be taken when the 
graduate crosses the stage. Although a 
professional photographer has been 
commissioned, you will not be required to 
purchase additional photos.
